Facts

These proceedings arose from a dispute which had occurred between two practitioners, who were solicitors in partnership in a law firm located in Far North Queensland. 

Matters in issue

· A Court order was sought for the mediation of a partnership dispute.

· Transfer of proceedings to the Supreme Court in Brisbane was sought if mediation was not ordered by Court.
Decision

Jones J ordered that an attempt at mediation should be undertaken in the best interests of all persons concerned – the clients of the firm, its staff and the members of the partnership. The question of costs was reserved.
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
